Games will be 12
ends therefore each pair will play 36 ends of bowls on day 2. 1 hour 15 minutes has been
allowed for each game with an interval between. The winners and runners-up will go into
the semi-finals.

SEMI-FINALS AND FINAL WEDNESDAY 3RD DECEMBER

Semi Finals on the morning of Day 3, 18 ends. Final after a decent interval, also 18 ends.
Game can be called complete if it is impossible for the losing pair to win, for example 9
shots down with two ends remaining.

Super end to be played if required in all knockout matches.Ttoss again for the mat.
